Greg uses golden light in 
more open landscapes, sometimes creating a surrealist or dreamlike vision. Several 
pictures include cockatoos reminiscent of Albert Tucker.

She has lived in the Perth hills most 
of her life, surrounded by bush and has always drawn inspiration from the natural 
environment. She has worked and painted with indigenous artists and been 
influenced by their culture and art, by the desert and Kimberley landscapes. Robin 
works mainly in acrylics on canvas with drawings done in ink and charcoal.
